Regulations
[bookmark: _GoBack]of XVIII International Contest of Soloists-Accordion Players “Naujene – 2020”

1. The organizer of competition is the Naujene school of Art and Music (a participant of the international confederation of accordionists (CIA)), in cooperation with Daugavpils region culture administration.

2. Aims of International Contest of soloists-accordion players:
· revelation of young gifted musicians among students of music schools;
· improvement of young musicians’ level of performance;
· popularization of playing the accordion among young people;

3. International Contest of soloists-accordion players of music schools “Naujene-2018” will be held on April 1 -3, 2020 in Regional Culture Centre (Dobeles Street 30, Daugavpils, Latvia).

4. Participants of International Contest of Soloists-Accordion Players will be divided into categories. Participants belonging to different years of studying will be evaluated separately (Classes 1-7 will be evaluated each class separately). The programme will be performed by heart:
Category A: Music schools’ pupils
· A1: Clases 1 to 4 – two musical compositions of different character, free choice. The evaluation is carried out in each separate class;
· A2: Classes 5 to 7 – two musical compositions of different character, free choice. The evaluation is carried out in each separate class;
The laureates of the past year can participate in the competition but they cannot pretend to claim the Grand Prize.

5. Category B: Contest participants of secondary level music educational institutions
· B1: Year 1-2
Program:
· Piece of polyphonic music (prelude, fugue in at least 3 voices);
· Large-scale piece of music (suite in at least 3 parts, sonatina, sonata of I,II or III parts);
· Piece of music of free participant,s choice.
Length up to 15 min.

· B2: Year 3-4
Program:
· Piece of polyphonic music (prelude, fugue in at least 3 voices);
· Large-scale piece of music (suite in at least 3 parts, sonatina, sonata of I,II or III parts);
· Piece of music of free participant,s choice.
       Length up to 20 min.

6. The jury is appointed by the director of Naujene Music and Art School. The decision of the jury cannot be disputed. The jury decision undisputable. The members of the Jury do not evaluate the presentation of their own students.
Performance of participants will be evaluated according to 25-point marking scale. 
Diplomas and Certificates will be distributed taking into consideration the average number of points given by the Jury members:
· First Category Diploma – 23 – 25 points;
· Second Category Diploma – 20 – 22.99 points;
· Third Category Diploma – 18 – 19.99 points;
· Certificate for Participation – 17 – 17.99 points.

7. The laureates of the contest are awarded with diplomas of rank I, II, III or Certificates. 
· EUR 100 in music school category (1-4 class)
· EUR 100 in music school category (5-7 class)
· EUR 100 per category B for participants in the secondary music competition.

8. Participation fee of 20.00 EUR for each of the contestants from Music schools. The fee is paid in transferred by bank until 13 of March. In case participants fail to arrive at the contest the fee is not refunded.
